County Rally, Pensipple Farm, St Keyne, PL14 4SP – Saturday 23 July 2011

Static rally entries need to be received by Monday 11 July – please make sure you get them in on time so Kate and I can start putting together the Rally Souvenir Programme.

Please find enclosed the rules for practical competition P1, the Cornish Mutual Cookery Competition – there needs to be 100% entry in this competition as it forms part of the package for us to get the sponsorship money!  It will be judged by staff from Cornish Mutual and they are sending a photographer so please make sure you have at least one person prepared to enter.

The eagle eyed amongst you will have spotted that on the Cookery set recipe instructions on making the frosting were omitted, the missing steps are:

7. To make frosting, place the other egg whites, sugar, golden syrup, salt, cream of tartar and water in a heatproof bowl over a saucepan (the base of the bowl should not touch the water).  Bring to a steady simmer.  With a hand held electric beater, whisk until you have soft shiny satiny peaks.  Remove the bowl from the simmering water and continue to whisk for a further 2 minutes – it will get a bit stiffer.  Whisk in the vanilla extract.
8. Immediately ice the top, middle and sides of the cake, as the icing sets very quickly.  Leave for at least 30 minutes to allow a thin crust to form outside a creamy interior.

Good News for all those that are looking to do their trailer test

I have had a meeting with a company called SOMAX and they have funded places for trailer training, and all you have to pay for is the test (£115) when taking your trailer test it can cost anything up to £700 with training as well.  They run a trailer training apprenticeship scheme which means you will have to complete theory sessions and practical training as well as being observed after the test has taken place to make sure you are competent on the road.  If you take the trailer test through this apprenticeship scheme you can then go on to take you HGV test if you want, again with all your training being funded and you only having to pay for the test. 
So what’s the catch????

To be able to part take on the course you have to be between the ages of 17-24 hold a current driving licence and not be on any type of funded training scheme, including college or apprenticeship (there will be checks made).  If you are at college then there is no need to worry you can wait till you have finished and take the course next year as hopefully this funding will be on going.
