JUNIOR PUBLIC SPEAKING

ELIGIBILITY 

One club may enter TWO teams, which consists of THREE members 16 years and under on 01/09/2011.

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE
The team shall consist of a Chairman, Speaker and Proposer of the Vote of Thanks. Competitors before and after competing may be admitted to the Competition Room.


a)
The procedure will follow that of a normal meeting.


Fifteen minutes before his team is due to compete, the Chairmen will be introduced to the speaker.

b)
The Speaker will provide written notes giving subject chosen and personal background (e.g. school, special interests, YFC membership, Club Offices held, activities within the Club, etc.).  These notes to be written on the card provided and handed to the Chief Steward at the beginning of the competition and will be available for the Chairman and Judges.  To note that Power Point may be used as a visual aid for the Speaker but they are not to be used for the whole speech and can only be used to enhance the speech.  Ie. This is a NOT business presentation competition.

c)
The Speaker, who will be the guest of another team, will choose his/her own subject.  The Speaker will then answer a question put by the Proposer AND THE Judges panel may ask questions.

d)
The Proposer will be seated in the body of the hall.  He/she will take up some point in the Speaker’s address, comment, agree or disagree and ask one pertinent question on the subject matter of the address.  He/she will give the Vote of Thanks to the Speaker after all questions have been dealt with.

e)
No communication, written or verbal between any of the team members, or the audience, will be permitted, and to do so will result in immediate disqualification.

Competitors may take notes FOR REFERENCE onto the platform as long as these notes are written on POSTCARDS.  However, excessive and obvious use of notes will be penalised.  No other reference books or papers may be used by teams while on the platform, except for visual aids intended to add to the understanding of the subject by the audience.

PENALTIES

Time deductions are one mark for each half-minute (or part thereof) over the allocated time by any member of the team. The judges may also deduct marks if the timings are below half of what is expected. 

JUNIOR READING

ELIGIBILITY - A team shall consist of three members, each of whom must be 14 years of age or under on 1 September 2011.  

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE - the team of three members to read a passage selected and provided by the Judge.  Competitors will be required to read aloud, in English and in front of an audience, approximately one side of a page from the chosen book.  Teams will be notified three weeks before the day of the competition of the book and passages chosen for reading. All teams will be held in the preparation room until it is their turn to compete to avoid unfair an advantages as all teams are reading the same text.  Therefore competitors and trainers will not be allowed into the room where the competition is taking place before competing.  The Chairmen to introduce the team and give a brief background about the book.   Each member of the team (including the Chairman) will be required to read a different passage from the book, but each team will read the same set of passages as the other teams.   Teams will be given 30 minutes before they compete to read through the passages with their trainer in the preparation room.  Please bear in mind that the preparation room will be shared by all teams. Members may read through their given passages in the preparation room. Books are allowed in the preparation room beforehand.  Trainers are allowed into the preparation room.

INDOOR SPORTS

ELIGIBILITY

Team to consist of members of both sexes, which must include FOUR of the opposite sex and be 26 years and under on 01/09/2011.

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE

The Competition will consist of EIGHT games:-

Netball Relay

Frisby

All clubs have to take part in the EIGHT games.

All clubs can use the JOKER on a chosen game thereby doubling points obtained on that game.

NETBALL RELAY

Team to consist of FIVE members, which must include THREE of the opposite sex.  

Each member will in turn dribble a ball (bouncing the ball with one hand) down a slalom course and then shooting and scoring in the netball net.  The ball is to be caught and dribbled back to the start line. Next member to start when he/she is holding the ball and previous member is behind the start line.

PASSING THE BALL
Team to consist of TEN members, four of whom must be of the opposite sex.  A large ball will be passed alternately over the head and between the legs to the person at the back of the team who then runs to the front and begins passing the ball over his/her head.  The race continues until the original leader is back to his/her place at the front of the team.
SLALOM RACE

Teams to consist of TEN members, FOUR of whom must of the opposite sex.  Teams will be required to undertake the following along a slalom course (both ways).

TEAM TAG
Each team to consist of THREE males and THREE females.  Teams in lines behind their leaders.  On the whistle, the first person runs to the far wall, runs back and joins hands with the second person in the team.  Without braking hands they bath run to the far wall, run back and pick up the third person.  This continues until all the lines have joined hands and run.  The first team back wins.  If a team breaks hands, they are disqualified.
NOTE: Do not let the first person begin too quickly as he has all the running to do.
BEER CAN SHY

Team to consist of EIGHT members, which must include THREE of the opposite sex.

Seven cans will be placed down the centre of  the hall.

Seven members will be at point A, the 8th member at point B will retrieve the ball.

B x x x x x x                          A 1 2 3 4 5 6 7

No. 1 will attempt to knock down can no. 1 with a tennis ball, and when successful will run to point B.

No. 2 will receive the ball from the 8th member who is the retriever or fielder.

No. 2 will run to point B after knocking down the 2nd can and so on.  The winning team will be the first to successfully knock down all the cans and whose members are all present at point B.

KEEP FITTERS

Each team to consist of 4 males and 3 females.

INDOOR CRICKET

A team to consist of  TEN members, FOUR of which must be of the opposite sex.

Fielding side must have a bowler and a wicket keeper, the rest are fielders.  

A batsman shall have ONE good bowl to him/her.  The bat should be held in two hands.  The batter receives a bowl from the bowler (who is stood approximately 6m away) and attempts to hit it.  If he/she HITS or MISSES it, they MUST run around a skittle at square leg at four metres away – carrying the bat.  The bowler keeps bowling at the stumps regardless of whether the batter is back or not.  Once the batter is back in the batting square (either bodily or touching it with the bat) no more bowls can be bowled at the stumps.

No-Balls
A ball that is not within the reach of the batsman on his batting side, and is higher than the top of his/her shoulder or lower than the knees, shall be considered a no-ball.  A ball bowled at such a pace as to put in danger the safety of the batsmen will also be considered a no ball.

All balls must be delivered by an UNDERARM action from within the bowling square, and must reach the batsman without bouncing.

Batsmen Out
If caught, unless the ball is a no-ball, note that the batsmen are out if they are caught two handed if the ball only hits the roof or one handed if the ball has only hit the wall.  If the ball hits the roof and then a wall the batsman can still be caught out if the ball is caught one handed.

If stumped at the batting area

If the bowler delivers a bowl and hits the stumps whilst the batter is running

If the bowler’s ball reaches the stumps with a good ball past the batter

Batsmen are NOT OUT if stumped by fielder – the fielder must return ball to bowler for bowler to aim for wickets.

Once OUT the next member of the team moves into the batting position.

A soft ball (i.e. tennis ball) will be used in the interests of safety.

FRISBY

A team to consist of THREE males and THREE females.  One team to compete at a time. The team will have to do as many complete programmes (as set out below) as possible during a given time.  If the frisby is dropped, then the team will have to start from the beginning again.  

Team to play as follows:-








1st throw A to B

2nd throw B to C

3rd throw C to D

4th throw D to E

5th throw E to F

6th throw F to B

7th throw B to A

BRAINSTRUST

ELIGIBILITY

A team shall consist of four members, each of whom must be 21 years of age or under on 1 September 2011.  

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE
The team shall consist of a Chairman and a panel of three members.  Draw for order of appearance will be made at the start of the Competition.  All competitors will be expected to be present.

The Chairman will be given a choice of sealed envelopes 20 minutes before going onto the platform.  One will be chosen which will contain six question topics, three of a general nature and three on rural affairs, from which he/she will select three for discussion by the team.  One question must be selected from each section plus one other.  The Chairman will have no prior communication with the team about the questions he/she has selected to be discussed.  No written communication on the topics to be discussed may be given to the Panel at any time.  The penalty will be automatic disqualification.

The Chairman will be responsible for introducing the panel to the audience, putting each question to the panel, summarising their answers, concluding the meeting, timing, control of the panel and coverage of each question.

The competition should be treated as a formal meeting.

Competitors may make their own notes FOR REFERENCE on the platform, but excessive and obvious use of notes will be penalised.  No other reference books or papers may be used while on the platform.

TIMING

Twenty minutes will be allowed each team from the commencement of the Chairman’s introduction and the teams will be expected to keep to the timing stated.  Penalties: Time deductions are one mark for each 30 seconds (or part thereof) over the allocated time by any members of the team.

BIG FAT QUIZ OF THE YEAR
ELIGIBILITY

Each club may enter as many teams of FOUR members as they like. To be eligible to represent Cornwall at national competition level, ALL four team members must be 26 years or under on 01/09/2011.

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE

Eight rounds of ten questions will be asked to which teams will be required to submit written answers.  Among the rounds will be general knowledge, current affairs, agriculture, domestic science, Christmas, YFC, celebrities and popular culture.

DEBATING
ELIGIBILITY 

A team shall consist of five members, each of whom must be 26 years of age or under on 

1 September 2011.
Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE 

Each team will comprise of a Chairman, two principal speakers and two support speakers.

The teams will be split so that that (for example) the Chairman from Team A will work with the Proposer and Seconder from Team B and the Opposer and Seconder from Team C.  The Chairman and Debaters must be available to meet each other at least thirty minutes before competing time, to enable the Chairman to prepare his/her introductory notes. 

All teams will be notified twenty-one days before competing of their debating subjects.

Debating subjects in the National Finals will be provided by the NFYFC.  Area rounds will 

debate subjects provided by the Area Committee.

Competitors may use notes but may be penalised if these are excessive.

The situation should be that of a formal meeting.

a)
The Chairman opens the meeting, introduces the debate and the debater and then calls 

upon the Proposer to put the motion for debate.  He/she will then invite the Opposer to reply.

b)
The Seconders for the proposition and opposition will speak in turn.

c)
The Chairman shall then throw the debate open to speakers from the floor of the house for a maximum of five minutes.

d)
The Chairman will then ask for OPPOSER TO SUM UP.

e)
The Proposer then speaks for the last time.

f)
The Chairman, as concisely and impartially as possible, shall sum up the debate ending by reminding members of the exact terms of the motion.

g)
The Chairman at his/her discretion may appoint tellers.

h)
The Vote shall be taken by a show of hands.

i)
The Chairman shall announce the result of the Vote and declare the meeting closed.

PANTOMIME
ELIGIBILITY

A cast shall consist of competitors who must be 26 years of age or under on 1 September 2011.
Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

BACKSTAGE - A maximum of six helpers who need not be of membership age will be allowed.  These six backstage helpers should be associate members or elected Club Leaders of a Club affiliated to NFYFC.  There is no restriction of helpers who are of membership age.
All helpers who are visible on stage must be YFC members (26 yrs or under on 1 September 2011)

Live musical accompaniment, whether on or off stage, MUST be by a YFC member(s) (not Associate Member), but a maximum of one musician MAY be over YFC age but MUST be sited off stage and take no other part in the production.  Taped sound effects/music permitted.  (CFYFC cannot be held responsible for the efficiency or quality of any sound system in any hall used).
PROCEDURE

The competition shall take the form of a pantomime, which may be either excerpts from a pantomime* or the teams original work.

*For Guidance Only
“Pantomime is a dramatic entertainment loosely based on a traditional fairy tale in which the activity is carried on with the help of singing, dancing, clowning, topical jokes and music, in which the performance of that action is conducted by certain stock roles, usually ‘principal boy’ (hero) acted by a woman, and the ‘dame’ acted by a man.”  The pantomime can be adapted or rewritten for the Club/County and may also take the form of several pantomime story lines combined.

Important Note:

Photocopies of acting editions currently in print are not acceptable except upon production of a letter from the publisher, the author or the author’s agent.  To photocopy or reproduce copyright material by any means is to break the law of copyright and is liable by prosecution.

Similarly, letters of permission should be obtained for any cuts made in a script for the performance of extracts from full-length pantomimes, which are still under copyright protection.  Where appropriate, Clubs must pay royalties to publishers – see Drama Competitions Guidelines paper available from the County Office and NFYFC. 
 Material of a questionable nature will be penalised. Teams are reminded that they will be performing to a family audience. Producers/writers must carefully consider how taste, sexual matters, violence and strong language is dealt with.  Every audience includes people of different ages (including young children), cultures, religions and sensibilities. Audience sensibilities and standards do vary widely and producers/writers should be very mindful of this at all times.
TIMING

Platform time allowed will be between 30 and 75 minutes.  This must include setting and striking the set.  If the total platform time exceeds 75 minutes, teams will have marks deducted at the rate of two points per minute, or part thereof.

All teams must abide by the fire regulations of the theatre.  All stage scenery must be fireproof.  Copies of the theatre regulations will be available to teams.

The adjudicator’s decision is final.
TEN PIN BOWLING

ELIGIBILITY

Each club may enter ONE team of FOUR members, consisting of TWO males and TWO females, TWO of whom must be 26 years or under and TWO 21 years or under on the 01/09/2011.

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE

Each member of the team shall play a game and each member will be totalled together.  The team, with the highest score will be the winner.

The judges decision is final.

POOL

ELIGIBILITY

Each Club may enter ONE team consisting of ONE MALE and ONE FEMALE who will play as a team and must be 26 years and under on 01/09/2011.

PROCEDURE

The game will be played in teams and will adhere to the World Eight Ball Federation Rules. HOWEVER ‘Section I’ regarding time limits will not be observed.
DODGEMS

ELIGIBILITY

Each club may enter ONE team consisting of ONE male member and ONE female member both of who to be aged 26 years or under on 1 September 2011.  
Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE
Each team member will be asked to navigate a course driving a dodgem, marks will be deducted for touching cones.

TIMING

Each team will have a maximum of 5 minutes for BOTH members to navigate the course.
STREET DANCING
ELIGIBILITY 

The team may consist of a minimum of 5 and a maximum of 15 members with a minimum of 2 male and 2 female team members), all of whom must be 26 years of age or under on 1 September 2011. 
Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE 

Each team is required to demonstrate a Street Style Dance (minimum of 3 and maximum of 5 minutes) for the opening ceremony of the Olympic Games.
Street dancing is a form of dance that showcases body movements through individual style and originality. Street dancing is funky and fun with character and attitude. It is very dynamic with strong movements, and normally has a story behind it (i.e gang culture/crews/battles etc.).

After the team has performed they have maximum of 30 seconds to acknowledge the judges and audience.  All music must be a Radio Edit – i.e. suitable and passed for radio broadcast to family (pre watershed) audiences.

TIMING

A minimum of 3 minutes and a maximum of 5 minutes will be allowed for the dance, with an extra 30 seconds for the acknowledgement of the Judges and Audience (curtsey/bow). 

PENALTIES

Time deductions are one mark for each half-minute (or part thereof) over the allocated time by any member of the team. The judges may also deduct marks the timings are below half of what is expected. 

JUST A MINUTE

ELIGIBILITY

Each club may enter ONE team consisting of FOUR members aged 26 years of age or under on 01/09/2011.

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE

1.1. CFYFC will appoint a Chairman, a Score Keeper and a Time Keeper.  The same Chairman and Score Keeper will be in place for each heat of the competition and the chairman will act as adjudicator.

1.2. A panel will consist of four members, each drawn from a different team/county federation.

1.3. The panel will be given one minute to speak on a given subject/topic.

1.4. The panel will speak to a total of 5 topics before the scores are computed and announced by the scorer.

1.5. The four panellists are challenged to speak for one minute on a given subject without "repetition, hesitation, or deviation". 
1.5.1. "Repetition" means the repetition of any word or phrase, although challenges based upon very common words such as "and" “is” “or”are generally rejected except in extreme cases. Words contained in the given subject are exempt unless repeated many times in quick succession. Skilful players use (sometimes obscure) synonyms in order to avoid repeating themselves. The term "BBC" can be successfully challenged for repetition of "B".
1.5.2. "Hesitation" is watched very strictly: a momentary pause before resumption of the subject can give rise to a successful challenge, as can tripping over one's words. Even pausing during audience laughter or applause (known as "riding a laugh") is usually not permitted.
1.5.3. "Deviation" means deviating from the subject, but has also been interpreted as "deviating from the English language as we know it", "deviation from grammar as we understand it", deviating from the truth, and sometimes even logic, although often leaps into the surreal are allowed.
1.6. The toss of a coin will decide which member of the panel will be the first to speak to the first topic.  Thereafter, the person who was speaking when the previous minute was up will take on the next topic.

1.7. The time keeper starts the clock when the first panel member starts to speak.  When a challenge is made the clock is stopped.  The clock is re-started when the next speaker starts to speak.  Time keeper blows a whistle when 60 seconds (one minute) has elapsed.

1.8. Panelist should they try to challenge the speaker for:-

1.8.1. Repetition - words that are very commonly used are allowed to be repeated – “and” “is” “or” or similar.

1.8.2. Hestitation

1.8.3. Deviation 

1.9. A panellist scores a point for making a correct challenge against whomever is speaking.  The chairman will decide if the challenge is correct or not and will exercise the benefit of the doubt evenly.

1.10. The speaker gets a point if the challenge is deemed incorrect and then recommences speaking to the subject/topic.

1.11. However, if a witty interjection amuses the audience, even though it is not a correct challenge, both the challenger and speaker may gain a point, at the chairman's discretion. And then recommences speaking to the subject/topic.

1.12. A player who makes a correct challenge takes over the subject for the remainder of the minute, or, until he or she is correctly challenged. 

1.13. A panellist also scores a point if they are the person speaking when the 60 seconds expires. 

1.14. If a panel member speaks for the whole minute without being interrupted/challenged, he/she gains an extra point.  (1 point for speaking when whistle blows and 1 point for speaking for one whole minute without being interrupted or challenged).

It is unusual for a panellist to speak within the three cardinal rules for any substantial length of time, whilst remaining coherent, and also being amusing. Therefore, to speak for the full minute without being challenged is a special achievement. 

TIMING
1.15. Each panel will speak for one minute for each of the 4 topics.

SCALE OF MARKS
1.16. A panellist scores a point for making a correct challenge against whomever is speaking

1.17. The speaker gets a point if the challenge is deemed incorrect.

1.18. However, if a witty interjection amuses the audience, even though it is not a correct challenge, both the challenger and speaker may gain a point, at the chairman's discretion. 

1.19. A panellist also scores a point if they are the person speaking when the 60 seconds expires. An extra point is awarded when a panellist speaks for the entire minute without being challenged.

1.20. If a panel member speaks for thw whole minute without being interrupted/challenged, he/she gains an extra point.  (1 point for speaking when whistle blows and 1 point for speak for one whole minute without being interrupted or challenged.

1.21. A scorer will keep scores as the rounds of the competition commence, and the winner will be team with the highest score.

1.22. In the event of a tied score after each team has competed, the two tied teams will make two panels (o2 members from team A and two from Team B and vice versa).  Each panel will be given one topic and the team gaining the highest scores after each panel has discussed their topic for one minute, will be the deemed the winner.

2. NOTES:

2.1. Below is an example of a speech given by television personality Sheila Hancock, which lasted for a full minute without being challenged. The subject was, "How to win an argument".

"Well it varies according to the person that you are arguing with. Should it be a child that you are having a contretemps with, the ideal is deviation tactics. For instance Lola Lupin who I mentioned before won't eat her dinner. So what I do is say, "yes it is rotten food, let us sing a song", making sure that that particular chanson has a few vowels in it that require her to open her mouth! During which I pop the spoon in and I have won the argument. However if it is an argument with a person that knows their subject what I do is nod sagely and smile superciliously, let them ramble on, and at the end I say "well I'm sorry, I think you're completely wrong", turn on my heels and leave. I..."

YFC MEMBER OF THE YEAR

ELIGIBILITY

The competitor must be 18 year or over and under 26 years or under on 1 September 2011.  
Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE

PART 1
One week prior to the final competitors will be required to complete a form provided, which will show details of their YFC activities and submit to County Office. 

PART 2
Competitors will be interviewed at the rehearsals of the pantomime final.

PART 3
Competitors will be required to attend the Pantomime finals during which they will be interviewed on stage. 

PART 4
Announcement of results and Presentation of Awards will be made during the Pantomime Competition presentation of awards. 

OBJECTIVES
The objective of the competition is to select a member who has shown that they are involved in all aspects of the YFC Movement.  Judges will be looking for:-

· Involvement at club level for period of membership

· Overall YFC involvement (i.e. club, county, area or national)

· Specific involvement in activities in the previous 12 months (conservation, competitions, recruitment, programming, charity, sport, club officer)

· General commitment to YFC - awareness of fellow members’ interests in YFC and objective view of the future of the organisation

· Knowledge of the YFC at Club, County, Area and National levels and to share that knowledge over the 12 month period following the final

JUNIOR YFC MEMBER OF THE YEAR

ELIGIBILITY

The competitor must be 17 years of age or under on 1 September 2011.
Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE

PART 1 – CURRICULUM VITAE (CV)

One week prior to the Final – competitors are requested to submit a CV not to exceed two sides of A4 with the following information:  Competitors are to design and present the CV in their own style.

· Name, address, YFC Club and County Federation

· Personal Profile (Background) information

· Qualifications or Awards

· Activities within YFC over previous 12 months

· School/career aspirations

· Activities outside YFC

PART 2 –EXPERIENCE, SKILLS & ATTRIBUTES FORM 

· Leadership
· Teamwork
· Charity/Voluntary Work
· Skills

PART 3 – PRESENTATION & FORMAL INTERVIEW

· Competitors are requested to prepare a presentation using Microsoft  power point software to include the competitors experiences gained at YFC Club, County and including activities outside of YFC

· The presentation should be based on experiences gained in the 12 months before the competition final.  i.e. For the October 2012 NFYFC final, the judges should expect to see October 2011 to September 2012.  Competitors are therefore expected to build on the presentations they give at the Area round of the competition held earlier in the year.
· This presentation is to compliment your CV and the Experience, Skills and Attributes Form.  

· Timing – no less than 3 and no more than 5 minutes.

· The presentation will be made to the judges.

· On completion of the presentation judges will ask questions on the CV and Experience, Skills and Attributes Form, on the competitors knowledge of YFC and/or current issues or news relating to young people.

JUMP ROPE

ELIGIBILITY

Each club may enter ONE team of FOUR members, all of whom must be 26 years or under on the 01/09/2011.

Competitors will be required to show their membership cards.

PROCEDURE

a. First Part – Individual Rope Freestyle – is a creative form of Jump Rope that is performed by 4 athletes.  The athletes must assemble a combination of finesse, power, strength, dance and intricate arm rope skills into a routine, which is choreographed to music.  Precision, synchrony and dynamic interaction between the 2 jumpers are judged in this routine.  The routine must be between 60 and 75 seconds in length

b. Second Part – Double Dutch – is a creative form of Double Dutch which is performed by 4 athletes (2 turners and 2 jumpers).  The athletes must assemble a combination of turner exchanges, finesse, power, strength, dance and intricate arm rope skills into a routine that is choreographed to music.  Precision and synchrony between all 4 jumpers are judged in this routine.  This routine must be between 60 and 75 seconds in length.  Each Double Dutch team member must turn and jump during the routine, not doing so will be grounds for a zero score in that component event.  The Head Judge may consult with the judging panel in making this determination.

c. Music to be submitted on CD format.  All music must be a Radio Edit – i.e. suitable and passed for radio broadcast to family (pre watershed) audiences.
